HOME HEALTH AIDE
When medically necessary, visit frequency is 
determined by patient needs and provider orders.

PROVIDER TREATMENT PLAN:
Provider may choose to establish standard protocol by 
diagnosis or give patient specific orders for care.

MEDICAL SOCIAL WORKER (MSW)
Counseling and intervention may be provided 
by the MSW when the home dynamics affect the 
medical condition of the patient
